>1/ Let’s go back to the begining of this band, are u the founder? Lots of people played on the first CD, how
everything happened’n how did u manage to get a good Cd with good songs with a band which is not a real one?!

If it 1s ‘Fear Inside’ that you are referring to, that was merely a self financed demo. ‘No Visible  Scars’ is our first
album. On ‘Fear Inside’, Dan(Drums) was someone I borrowed to get the demo done, Glenn(bass)left because he
could not stand the guitarist who is now in Infestation called Jeremy, who also left Gorerotted at the same time. yes I
am the founder member.

>2/ Why this name? On the first Cd’ cover there are aliens, do u believe in it? are u interestred by such things as
area 517 (which is also a band) Your lyrics are more personnel and don’t have anything in common with these
things.

That is not really true,is it! If we have a song called Missing Time, I would say that is something to do with aliens,
because of what aliens are meant to do before they return you, hence the name ‘Missing Time’ and yes, I do believe
in them.
